By submitting your work for consideration, you agree that the work will be available during the exhibition dates 
listed in this prospectus/call for entries, and that you will deliver and pick up your work on the dates specified. 
Alternate work may not be substituted for work selected by the juror.
Eligibility:
• Open to all Artists • Maximum 3 entries per artist, all media accepted • All work must be original (no gíclees).
• All work must be ready to exhibit and have label attached to back. No wet or unfinished work will be accepted.
• All wall-hung work must be securely wired for hanging, (no sawtooth hangers).
• All works entered must be available for purchase.
• All works juried into the show shall remain on the walls until the end of the show. A red dot will be placed on the 
wall label if sold.
• You may submit a short statement about your work for inclusion in the show information binder.
Maximum size, hanging and labeling:
• Wall hung work may not exceed 600 square inches overall, (including frame), and not weigh over 30 lbs.
• The width x depth of 3-dimensional work may not exceed 900 cubic inches total, or weigh over 30 lbs. and fit on a 12” x 12” pedestal.
• No wet or unfinished work will be accepted.
• All wall-hung work must be securely wired for hanging. NO SAWTOOTH HANGERS.
• All work must be ready to exhibit and have label attached to back.
• Improperly framed, wired or labeled works will be rejected.

Liability, Sales, etc. regarding work submitted:
• All reasonable care will be taken with the works, but insurance is the responsibility of the artist.
• Artists agree to 40% of sale price to Graton Gallery on sales of their work. All works submitted must be available for purchase.
• Graton Gallery is not responsible for work left beyond 30 days after closure of show.
